“I elbowed him, and then I hit him on 
the chin. He let go because it hurt and 
then I ran home to get help.” 

Her description led police to arrest a 
man who turned out to be accused of 
a bizarre attempted kidnapping of two 
other young girls just months earlier. 

“We don’t expect small children to 
knock down or knock out a big man,” 
says Steve Daley, Executive Director 
of radKIDS, “but they can surprise and 
distract them enough to get away. Chil-
dren without training who are attacked 
or grabbed yell ‘Help me, help me.’ And 
what they’re saying inside their mind is: 
‘Someone save me!’ A radKIDS mind-
set after their training is: ‘How dare you 
touch me!’ That empowerment changes 
the whole context of an encounter put-
ting the power in the child’s hands in-
stead of the predator.”

As nine-year-old Candy got off the 
school bus, a man ran up and grabbed her 
just a few feet from her front door. At-
tacked by a man twice her size, Candy, 
a fourth grader, knew exactly what to do 
and she lives to tell about it.
